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September 8 - The Nativity of the
Theotokos. Salvation in near! The first feast of
the liturgical year celebrates our new beginning
Mary, the Mother of God, is born, bringing great
joy to her parents and hope to the world. It is
here that the story of her Son’s Incarnation and
our liberation from sin and death begins, since it
is in Mary that the Lord will find a place to dwell
when He comes down from heaven. Joachim
and Anna were humble people who loved God
and lived according to His ways. They had many
material blessings and kept only a third of their
wealth for themselves, giving the other two-third
to the poor and to the temple. One blessing they
lacked, however, was a child. Even though they
were old, they didn’t lose hope that God would
grant their hearts desire. Humiliated at the
temple one day because of his lack of children,
Joachim fled to the wilderness to be alone and
pray. Equally heartbroken, Annaretreated to her
garden and continued begging God for a child.
When they reunited, both Joachim and Anna
had exciting news to share. They had each been
visited by an angel, who had told them Anna
would give birth to a baby girl. In their
overwhelming joy, they promised God they
would dedicate their daughter completely to
Him. Joachim and Ann’s barrenness were
ended by their child, and it is their grandchild
who will end the world’s spiritual barrenness.
Mary, the living temple in which the long-
awaited Messiah would spend the first nine
months of His incarnate life, was now on the
earth. Think about it... Joachim and Anna
experienced the scorn of their world because
they had no child. But through faith they
persevered. They didn’t despair because their
prayer had gone unanswered for so long. As
Christ’s followers, we experience the scorn of

our world. But the insults and filth society hurls
at us can become, spiritual soil for the seed of
our faith, which is watered with patience,
endurance, and humility. In this way we won’t
become like the barren fig tree Christ cursed, but
will be bearers of the spiritual fruit that brings
beauty and nourishment to the world.
